�  The research theme the PhD student has been admitted to the PhD program This may be identical or different from the title of the doctoral thesis.


� Guidance and academic integrity committee consists of the PhD supervisor, Co-PhD supervisor, if applicable and three other members. The three members may be people affiliated to the doctoral school or other professors or researchers that are not affiliated to the doctoral school. At least one member of this commission is from outside the higher education institution (ASE IOSUD). The guidance committee’s members are chosen by the PhD supervisor after consulting with the PhD student and with the consent of the persons involved.


�  The cumulative duration of the training program based on advanced studies cannot exceed 3 months.  The participation of a certain PhD student in the training program based on advanced university studies and the study elements’ choice of this program shall be determined solely and independently by its PhD supervisor.  The courses will be set by the PhD supervisor in the first 10 days from the beginning of the first study year.


� The individual scientific research program should be within the research theme on which the candidate was admitted.


� The expected results should be at least at the level of those proposed in PhD studies contract, signed by the PhD student at the beginning of the PhD stage.


�   The progress of scientific research program assessment is carried out based on the presentation of an annual report of progress done by the PhD student as well as other instruments established by the Guidance Committee (interim reports that result in comments and suggestions made ​​to the PhD student for improvement, articles that are about to be published, presentation sheets of the studied literature and so on).


� The doctoral supervisor may indicate to the doctoral student through the PID, the finishing of the course through: papers, presentations as well as other ways.
